1. Select a favorite craft from any source.

1. The craft does not have to be a craft in your project book, but it must enter into one of these categories:
Woodworking

Ceramics
Fine Arts/Decorative Painting
Photography

2. The craft should not be prepared exclusively from commercial shops.

2. Plan a list of items that were used.   Be prepared to answer the judges if they ask about your item list.

Plan what will be needed to attractively show your craft.  Include items appropriate to your craft in its making that are on your list.
3. Prepare your craft at home.  The committee for Rainbow Craft Day would like to remind all the participants that while preparing your craft please remember these guidelines:

1) Have your craft finished and ready for display.

2) Know how and why you made this craft.

3) Prepare to follow the Presentation Format when being judged.
4. List your complete items used in making your craft and its cost.

5. At Rainbow Craft Day, set up your display and include the following items:
